Proposed Multifamily/TOD Development

Orem, Utah

My neighbors and I are in the process of rezoning our property to PD-11multifamily (20-40 units/acre).  We don't have any mixed use proposed, but this could be a possibility in addition to the multifamily component.  The property will total around 9.5-11.5 acres for development, depending on what parcels of land will be included and how much UTA (Utah Transit Authority) will be taking for parking for the new intermodal hub.  Also, an

 Pictured is an aerial photo of the property and surrounding area, including the Mountainland Applied Technology building (UVU property) to the south and the railroad, I-15, and UVU main campus to the east. At the south of the photo is University Parkway, which crosses I-15 and accesses UVU, the Orem commercial corridor and BYU.

The subject parcels are located just West of I-15 on the south side of 800 South from 1375 West to 1495 West as well as a parcel at 849 S. Geneva Road (See photo below).  A portion of the two parcels on the east near the tracks, as well as the three other parcels on Geneva Road, may ultimately be included.

Orem city passed a resolution in favor of high density TOD zoning for this property some time ago. We have been held up by the city not wanting to enact the zoning until the 800 South interchange/overpass and intermodal Hub locations were resolved.  UTA just closed on the purchase of land (6 acres) from UVU for the intermodal hub, and UDOT decided earlier this year that it would not locate an interchange at 800 South.  We are now ready to present our rezone request to Orem city.

We have had the property under contract, but recently it fell out after partnership issues came up between the buyers.  We are interested in moving forward with a qualified buyer, and tailoring our zone request to meet the desires of the developer.

We have several parties who have indicated an interest in this project. We have a great location.  We are directly across the freeway from UVU.  UVU noted an increase of 2,800 students this year over 2007 (see http://www.heraldextra.com/content/view/283271/).  We are also next door to the to-be-built UTA intermodal hub.  This hub is projected to service not only UTA's new commuter rail (Front Runner) as the Orem Station, but also the proposed Orem/Provo Bus Rapid Transit Station.

Below is a close-up aerial of the subject property.  UTA's intermodal hub will be located in the area where the dirt oval (current rodeo arena) is located on the right side of the photo.  Access to the intermodal hub will be at 1000 South on the south side of the property.
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Below are two more photos. The first (1) outlines the actual property to be developed and shows how it abuts the new UTA Intermodal hub that will house the Front Runner Rapid Transit commuter train service and the new Provo-Orem Bus Rapid Transit hub. Those facilities will be built on and around the dirt oval (rodeo arena) shown. Soon to be expanded Geneva Road is to the left of the properties. The last photo (2) is an aerial view that gives perspective to the project as it relates to UVU and University Parkway. The Parkway is the road running east-west through the center of the photo with I-15 running north and south.
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
