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Deep Channel Instructions

Spring/Summer 2007

Upon leaving the marina head out towards the red “Nun” buoys on a course of 340( or on a course towards the Promontory mountain range.  You may pass on either side of these buoys but stay near them.

The first buoy, upon leaving the marina will be “R12”.  The second buoy is labeled “R10”. The last buoy will be labeled “R2” and will have a red light.

Veering too far east or west of this line of buoys could put you upon shallow tufa reef.

Once you have passed “R2” you are in deep water.
