T’ang Studies Society Conference Travel Grant Guidelines and Application Procedure

Eide Foundation, the T’ang Studies Society is pleased to announce funding for conference travel grants to present research in any discipline concerning the Tang dynasty at domestic and international conferences. In order to raise the academic profile of Tang studies generally, applications to support travel to non-China or non-Asian studies conferences, in addition to China or Asian studies conferences, are equally welcome. Travel expenses of awardees will be reimbursed after submission of receipts to the treasurer.

· Applicants at any stage of their careers are eligible (including Ph.D. students who are past their qualifying examinations).
· Research may involve the Sui, Tang, and Five Dynasties period (589—959 C.E.), and Tang in a global context, tracing cultural and political connections to Korea, Japan, Central Asia, and beyond.
Eligibility:
· Applicants must be members of the Society in good standing at the time of application. Information on membership can be found at www.tangstudies.org/Membership.
· Applicants for travel grants also may apply for other types of Society grants during a given year, but can receive only one grant award annually. Travel grant recipients are eligible to participate on T’ang Studies Society sponsored panels and receive subventions for panel participation in the same year.
· T’ang Studies Society officers are not eligible for grant funding.

Applicants must be members of the Society in good standing at the time of application. Information on membership can be found at www.tangstudies.org/Membership.
· Applicants may only apply for one type of Society grant during a given year.


Intracontinental Conference Grants: 
Grants in this category will cover travel to conferences that are within one continent (North America, Asia, Europe, Australia).

Award Amount: 	Up to $600
Application Deadline:	March 31, 2020. Recipients will be notified by May 1, 2020.

A second application round may occur if available funds are not fully awarded in the first round.


Intercontinental Conference Grants:
Grants in this category will cover travel to conferences that span more than one continent (e.g., North America to Asia).

Award Amount:	Up to $1300
Application Deadline:	March 15, 2020. Recipients will be announced by May 1, 2020.

A second application round may occur if available funds are not fully awarded in the first round.


Application Process:
Applicants must submit: 
· an abstract of the paper, 
· a document (letter or email) showing that the paper has been accepted or invited, 
· a budget with total travel costs, and 
· a statement of what support, if any, is expected from other sources.
