Adoption of Agenda

President Scott-Bellaccomo presented the agenda and it was adopted. 

Pledge of Allegiance
Josie Valdez led the group in the pledge of allegiance.
Minutes
Katie Witt presented the minutes, which were approved as presented.
Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Shannon Huff Jacobs reported that the checking account balance is $1660.14 and the Zions money market account is $12,985.22.  
Membership Report
President Elect Suzanne Mulet announced that our membership is now at 94. 
Unfinished Business
Immediate Past President Kari Malkovich announced that the nominating committee has found individuals to stand for most positions, but are still looking for a Republican to act as historian. Names and bios will be printed in the bulletin, and the vote will take place in March.
The Bylaws Committee proposed an amendment to Article V, Section 5: the addition of “Corresponding Secretary” added after “Treasurer.” Amendment was adopted.
The Bylaws Committee proposed an amendment to Article IX, Section 1: The addition of a sentence at the end of the paragraph that reads “A member of a minor political party shall be eligible to hold office.” Assistant Parliamentarian, Jessica Christopher, moved to amend the sentence to read “A member of a political party recognized by the state of Utah shall be eligible to hold office.” Amendment to the proposed amendment was approved. Amendment was adopted.
The Bylaws Committee proposed an amendment to Article IX, Section 3: The addition of the phrase “at the general meeting” following “submitted from the floor”. Amendment was adopted.
The Bylaws Committee proposed an amendment to Article IX, section 4: the addition of “, Utah County one biennium, general membership the next biennium” following “on a rotation basis.” Amendment was adopted. 
The Bylaws Committee proposed an amendment to Article VI, Standing Committees (i)(1): striking “one of the” and replacing with “an”. Amendment was adopted. 
New Business
Lisa Bagley and Candice Pierucci were appointed by the executive board to serve as co-chairs of the Business and Labor Committee. The membership ratified the appointment.
Health and Human Services Co-Chair Peg Alderman moved a resolution in support of HB76 End of Life Options Act. Lorene Kamalu and Gay Lynn Bennion spoke against the resolution. Arlene Penttila and Seraya Amirthlingham spoke in support of the resolution. The resolution passed with a two-thirds majority.

Representative Lynn Hemingway (D) presented HB147 Living Wage Amendments. A written critique of the bill by Natalie Gochnour from the Salt Lake Chamber was read by Lisa Bagley.
