ARTICLE V
Executive Board
Section 4. Forfeiture of Office

(a) Elected officers and appointed officers 
whose dues are delinquent shall forfeit office.
(b) An officer with three unexcused absences from meetings of WSLC shall forfeit office.




	
ARTICLE V
Executive Board
Section 4. Forfeiture of Office

(c) When an elected or appointed officer is unable or unwilling to fulfill the responsibilities of their office, the President shall have the authority to remove an elected officer with a two-thirds vote of the Executive Board and to remove an appointed officer with a majority vote of the Executive Board.

Rationale:  The current bylaws do not address how an elected or appointed officer can be removed from office.  The amendment provides for such removal and allows for replacement appointments in a timely manner. It also provides for the good of the organization. Further, the vote of the Executive Board also provides protection for the member in question.
