GENERAL SESSION MINUTES

MINUTES:  The minutes were approved as distributed.
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Gwen Springmeyer reported a checking account balance of $3,490.43 as of February 13, 2018, and a Zion’s Money Market balance of $11,999.82 as of January 31, 2018.  The report will be filed.  She announced that she would accept payment of dues from anyone who wished to pay.
MEMBERSHIP REPORT:  Josie Valdez reported that last meeting we had 64 members and this meeting we have 84, 12 Past Presidents.  She then introduced new members and encouraged other members to pay their dues if they haven’t done so.

Resolution Supporting HB19:  Breast Feeding Protection Act, sponsored by Josie Valdez and Sophia Hawes-Tingey, was adopted with more than two-thirds in the affirmative.
President Seeley announced that she would be leaving the meeting for a previous engagement and that in the absence of the 1st and 2nd Vice President’s and due to the President-Elect’s working with a resolution to be presented, she was appointing Erin Preston as the chairman-pro-tem, without objection, to conduct the meeting in her absence.
