Whereas, Salt Lake, Weber, Cache and Utah counties in Utah are listed as among the 25 US Counties Most Polluted by Short-Term Particle Pollution;1
Whereas, Utah’s Division of Air Quality (DAQ) has carefully studied how Utah specific research helps DAQ identify the most effective and cost-efficient methods for reducing pollution and improving the state’s air quality;2
Whereas, Governor Gary Herbert’s budget recommendations include $1.4 million in new funds for air quality;3
Whereas, Air quality affects the health of all citizens and citizen concern has led to the creation of multiple organizations, such as, Utah Clean Air Partnership, Utah Physicians for a Healthy Environment, Breathe Utah, Mormon Environmental Stewardship Alliance and Utah Clean Cities, to target improving air quality;4 
Whereas, Utah Priorities 2016 survey by Utah Foundation found that air quality concerns rose from seventh in 2012 to second in 2016 as the most important issue to Utahns and over two-thirds of Utahns gave air quality a high level of concern;5 

Whereas, The requested funding will support DAQ's ability to find solutions for Utah's unique air quality challenges through further air quality monitoring and research and additional staff to conduct direct testing of emissions from industrial sources, analyze technical atmospheric data and develop a required State Implementation Plan; and
Whereas, The state has adequate funds and this is an investment in a healthier environment for Utahns; now, therefore, be it
